· Assemble those present by simple voice invitation or by procession 

(depending on location, number of bridesmaids & groomsmen, and size of the congregation.  This can be as simple or complex as you like.)

Bridal party enters in their chosen order

Notes:  There is no established set of vows or format for a wedding or renewal ceremony in the Bible.  This particular ceremony which I use is a basic, traditional one to which you may add special music, your own vows, your choice of readings, rearrange the order, etc.  Music fits in well at almost any of the bulleted junctures above.
